In the village of
Khani (population 742), the patients include a man with two broken ankles and a teenage girl.
She had appendicitis a month ago and she was lucky to travel to a town three hours away for
an operation. The Matvei Mudrov doesn’t have any equipment to do operations. The doctors
can diagnose their patients’ medical problems and recommend treatment and medicines. The
train has a laboratory for blood and urine tests and a number of medical testing machines. The
patients like the doctors on the train. They say they are honest and good at their jobs.

Next stop is a town called Berkakit. About 4,000 people live here. There is a queue to see the
doctors. Mikhail Zdanovich is waiting for his turn. He’s 61 years old and he came to Berkakit
in 1976. At the time, only about a hundred young people lived in Berkakit. It was a new town.
Zdanovich met a woman who worked at the town bakery. They married and stayed in the
town. When Zdanovich walks into the doctor’s office she says ‘Oh, Mikhail, I recognised your
voice.” He has a problem in his shoulder. The doctor writes a letter to say that he can’t work,
he must have an operation. He leaves, happy, and then he returns a few minutes later. He
brings freshly cooked pies and some goat’s milk.

For the people who live in this remote part of Russia, the Matvei Mudrov is more than a medi-
cal train. It’s a social connection to the community of their country.

The historical center of London is now a relatively small area still known as the City, which
covers only about 1 sq mile. Most of the financial activities are crowded along Threadneedle
Street, near the intersection known as the Bank, which includes the huge Bank of England
complex, the Royal Exchange, and the Stock Exchange. The permanent residential population
of the City is now less than 6000, but about 350,000 commute here daily to work.

B.

Located just west of Soho and Covent Garden in the West End is a more residential area. The
relatively dense development of this area is broken up by a series of Royal Parks, areas once
owned by the Crown, including Hyde Park, Kensington Gardens, and Regent’s Park.

C.

The most prominent landmark of the City is Saint Paul’s Cathedral, designed by the English
architect Christopher Wren to replace the original church, which was destroyed during the
Great Fire of London in 1666.

D.

Some of the City’s traditional functions have disappeared. The newspaper industry was con-
centrated in the Fleet Street area for centuries, but during the 1980s the Times and other papers
moved to highly automated quarters at the Docklands in the East End. The old wholesale fish
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market, Billingsgate, located for centuries on the river between the Tower and London Bridge,
also moved to the Docklands.

E.

The City of Westminster, about two miles upstream from the city of London, emerged as Eng-
land’s political and religious centre of power after the 11" century. At the heart of Westminster
is Westminster Abbey, begun by Edward the Confessor in the 11" century and rebuilt in the
13" century. It has always been closely associated with the monarchy and is used for such state
occasions as coronations and royal funerals. It is also a giant mausoleum, and more than 3000
notable people are buried there. Statues and monuments line the magnificent nave.

F.

Virtually across the street are the Houses of Parliament, officially called the New Palace of
Westminster. Farther west is the monarch’s permanent residence in London, Buckingham Pal-
ace.

G.

To the west and north of Trafalgar Square is the West End, which is usually regarded as the
centre of town because it is London’s shopping and entertainment hub. The busiest shopping
area is Oxford Street, where such large department stores as Selfridges, John Lewis, and Marks
and Spencer are located. Other well-known shopping areas include Knightsbridge, the location
of Harrods department store; and Piccadilly, where Forthum and Mason specializes in fine
food.

A. The world’s deepest lake, the Baikal, is in Siberia. It is also the largest freshwater lake in
Eurasia and the oldest lake on the Earth. At least 1,500 unique species live there - they cannot
be found anywhere else on the planet! The water in the lake is so clear that if you drop a coin,
it can be clearly seen a hundred feet below the water.

The frozen extremes of the earth

The Arctic in the north and the Antarctic in the south are at opposite ends of the planet, but they are simi-
lar in many ways. Both are lands of ice and snow, where the temperature in winter can be so low that your
skin can freeze in seconds — it can be as low as —80°C. Very few animals are able to survive these condi-
tions, but there are some both in the north and in the south. The Arctic has more plants and animals than
the Antarctic, including polar bears, the largest bear in the world. In the south there are no land animals
because of the extreme cold, but there are penguins and other sea animals that live on or near the coast —
although both in the north and the south the sea is frozen for much of the year.

One difference between the Arctic and the Antarctic is the human population. In parts of the Arctic there
are towns and villages. Greenland, for example, the largest island in the world, has a population of 55,000
people. Many of these people work in fishing. They have a difficult life. There aren’t many roads between
towns and villages, so people travel by snowmobile or with dogs. From November to January, it’s dark
for 24 hours a day, but from May to July there are 24 hours of daylight.

In the Antarctic there are no normal towns and villages. Only scientists live there all year round, in spe-
cial buildings called ‘stations. They study the sea animals and learn about the history of the world’s cli-
mate by studying the weather and the ice. It’s a hard place to live, especially in winter, but many of them
love it there and return again and again.

You can enjoy the rich flavor and delightful aroma of freshly ground coffee beans without having to
spend extra money on a coffee grinder simply by using your blender.

Step 1 - Set Up Your Blender

Put your blender on a flat surface on the counter and plug it in. The flat surface is really important so the
blender's vibrations do not cause other things to fall off the counter.

Step 2 - Decide how Finely You Need to Grind the Beans

Different kinds of coffee makers require different beans. Medium ground beans work best for a Drip
maker. This means that when you pour the ground coffee into your hand, some will stick together, while
most will fall away. Espresso Machines tend to do best with medium-fine grounds. In this case most will
stick together, but individual grounds can be easily seen. French Press Makers require a more coarse tex-
ture so that the grinds do not stick together at all.

Step 3 - Pour Your Coffee Beans into the Blender And Grind Away

Start with a small amount of beans in the blender until you can figure out exactly how much ground cof-
fee your beans will yield. As you have more experience, you will be better able to determine the right
amount of coffee beans to put into your blender, but typically, a handful of beans should yield one to two
tablespoons of ground coffee

Norwich

Norwich, the capital of the part of Britain known as East Anglia, has existed as a place to live for

more than two thousand years. It began as a small village beside the River Wensum. At the time of the
Norman invasion in 1066 it had grown to become one of the largest towns in England.

With two cathedrals and a mosque, Norwich has long been a popular centre for various religions.

The first cathedral was built in 1095 and has recently celebrated its 900 th anniversary, while Norwich 104
itself had a year of celebration in 1994 to mark the 800 th anniversary of the city receiving a Royal Char-



ter. This allowed it to be called a city and to govern itself independently.

Today, in comparison with places like London or Manchester, Norwich is quite small, with a pop-
ulation of around 150,000, but in the 16 th century Norwich was the second city of England. It continued
to grow for the next 300 years and got richer and richer, becoming famous for having as many churches
as there are weeks in the year and as many pubs as there are days in the year.

Nowadays, there are far fewer churches and pubs, but in 1964 the University of East Anglia was
built in Norwich. With its fast-growing student population and its success as a modern commercial centre
(Norwich is the biggest centre for insurance services outside London), the city now has a wide choice of
entertainment: theatres, cinemas, nightclubs, busy cafés, excellent restaurants, and a number of arts and
leisure centres. There is also a football team, whose colours are green and yellow. The team is known as
“The Canaries’, though nobody can be sure why.

Now the city’s attractions include another important development, a modern shopping centre
called ‘The Castle Mall’. The people of Norwich lived with a very large hole in the middle of their city
for over two years, as builders dug up the main car park. Lorries moved nearly a million tons of earth so
that the roof of the Mall could become a city centre park, with attractive water pools and hundreds of
trees. But the local people are really pleased that the old open market remains, right in the heart of the city
and next to the new development. Both areas continue to do good business, proving that Norwich has
managed to mix the best of the old and the new.

How to Grind Flaxseed

If you're not satisfied with EpocCam, there are a few other apps that allow you to use your iPhone as a
webcam.

1.iCam

iCam is a paid app that can turn an iPhone into a webcam. The mobile app is just one part of the equation;

iCam also works as a security camera; it can send you instant alerts if it detects motion or sound. All mo-
tion events are automatically backed up to the cloud.

iVCam is specifically designed for iPhone owners who have a Windows PC---you cannot use iVCam to
stream your iPhone's video output to a Mac.

The app works via WLAN or USB and allows you to connect multiple phones to one computer at the same
time. You can stream video in 1080p, 720p, 480p, or 360p resolution. This multi-connection aspect means
the software is ideal for anyone who wants to use their old iPhone as a CCTV device, a baby monitor, or a
pet cam.

THE ICEHOTEL

For many years the Arctic was a popular destination in the summer season to see the land of the midnight
sun but in winter the few inhabitants had the snow and ice to themselves. By the end of the 1980s it was
decided that the dark and cold winter should be seen as an advantage. In the winter of 1990, the French
artist Jannot Derit was invited to have the opening of an exhibition in a specially built igloo (a building
made of snow) in the little town of Jukkasjarvi on the frozen Torne River. The building, named Arctic
Hall, attracted many interested visitors to the area. One night a group of foreign guests decided it would
be a good idea to sleep in the Arctic Hall. The

following morning the brave group were very pleased with their experience and the idea of an ice hotel
was born. Today it is world famous.

As soon as winter begins, a team of snow builders, architects and artists from all over the world come to
Jukkasjarvi and they make the hotel for that year. As one part is completed, it opens to visitors and over-
night guests, while the other parts are still being built. The first part is completed in December and each
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week after that a new part opens, until January 7th when the hotel is completed. As the ICEHOTEL is
built under the open sky, using the natural materials of the winter season, the finishing date depends on
nature and therefore there are sometimes changes to the plan. In the spring, as the weather gets warmer,
the hotel melts.

Inside the hotel, the temperature is never colder than —5 °C to —8 °C, however cold it may be outside.
Winter outer clothes such as warm overalls, hats and gloves are included in the cost of guests’ stay at the
hotel. In addition to this, it is a good idea for guests to bring sweaters and a scarf as well as plenty of
woolen socks and to choose footwear that is larger than normal to allow space for thick socks.

If you are planning to come to the hotel, you can buy warm sweaters, woolen socks and much more on
the ICEHOTEL website. You can order these and the equipment you will need at the same time as you
book your visit. The items will be delivered to your room when you check in. The hotel is in the village
of Jukkasjarvi, 200 km above the Arctic Circle but only 15 km from Kiruna airport and 17 km from Kiru-
na train station. Transport by bus can be arranged from the airport or train station to the IceHotel.

| remember my

(ONE) visit to Moscow. The next day after we came we went to the Krem-

lin, the centre of Moscow. My aunt whose home town was Moscow explained to me that

(OLD) archeological finds on the Kremlin grounds date back to

(TWO), millennium B.C.
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Moscow was first mentioned in the chronicles in 1147. Its heart was the Kremlin which means "'a for-
tress™ or "a citadel™ in Russian. The Kremlin (STAND) on a hill, protected by the
Moskva River, the Neglinka River, and a moat. The original walls and towers of the Kremlin
(MAKE) of oak, later on they were replaced by the walls of white stone, and Moscow
began to be called the White-Stoned city.

The Spasskaya Tower on Red Square has a gate through which cars drive into the Kremlin. This
tower (CARRY) the clock - the Kremlin Chimes with four six-metre clockfaces.

Red Square looked even (BEAUTIFUL) by day than by night and was very busy. There
were dozens of coaches with tourists, and many foreigners and the Russians on the square. Everyone
found it interesting.

I was given 15 minutes to take pictures, but the weather was not good for taking photographs. However, |
had a chance to enjoy the view of St. Basil's Cathedral which is, perhaps, the most Russian of all outstand-
ing monuments of architecture. It was built in 1555-1560 by the architects Barma and Postnik to commemo-
rate the victories that the troops of Ivan IV (the Terrible) had won in the battles against the Khanates of Ka-
zan and Astrakhan.

From St. Basil's Cathedral my aunt and me crossed the Moskvoretsky Bridge to the other bank of the Mos-
kva River to enjoy the magnificent view of the palaces and cathedrals forming an ensemble of gold and sil-
ver domes crowned with imposing crosses.

In the past Moscow (BUILD UP) in rings around the Kremlin from which roads radiated
out. The Bulvarnoye Ring and Sadovoye Ring have survived from days of old.

In Moscow there is a great number of parks and gardens, and a forest park belt around Moscow is carefully
protected.

The Moskva River flows in big loops across the huge city. It is so clean that a lot of fish is caught in it and
bathing in it is no risk to health.

We continued our tour along the bank of the Moskva River. We passed imposing palaces, old mansions and
beautiful gardens. It was Saturday and we saw many newly-wed couples. The wedding cars were decked
with ribbons and balloons of different colours.

Vyborg Walking Tour

Vyborg is an ancient city, which is about 140 km north of St. Petersburg, right near the border with Fin-
land. Vyborg  (HAVE) tons of history! There’s a 13" century castle here. The city has been con-
trolled by Swedes, Russians, Finns, and the Russians again during its history. It used to be rather cosmo-
politan.
The architecture of Vyborg is worth seeing. When walking around Vyborg, you don’t feel like you
are in Russia. This city is different from other Russian (ONE). Vyborg reminds more of
Northern Europe. There are plenty of historic monuments but there is some cool 20" century archi-
tecture too. There seems to be a clear but uniform style throughout the city. The buildings are all
beautiful in their own way, but that many of them have common features too. Some of the facades
have been affected by time and the weather though. All guests like walking in the centre of Vyborg.
The streets here climb up and down lots of little hills, so the city seems small and mysterious. You
never know what’s on the other side of the hill. The “white nights” here are unbelievable. For the
whole period from mid-May to the end of July the sky (BE) light almost all the time. It won’t
be easy to sleep tonight.
We’re leaving the castle now. Please turn left and walk along the Castle Bridge. We’re entering
Krepostnaya Ploshad, the former Tyrglis Knutson square, now we (WALK) through the gate
marked by two female figures placed opposite each other. The figure on the right symbolizes trade; the
one on the left depicts industry. You can see a statue in the middle of the square. It is a statue of Tyrglis
Knutson, the founder of the castle.
The building right behind the statue was built in the 17" century to house Vyborg’s Town Hall; later it
was rebuilt several times and finally it was turned into a block of (FLAT).
We are now walking up Krepostnaya Street and we’re then taking the first turning to the right. We can
see the ruins of the old cathedral. Its __ (OLD) parts probably date back to the end of the 15" century.
The bell tower that you can see behind the ruins is one of (IMPORTANT) landmarks in the city.
We are now going back to Krepostnaya Street. Let’s walk up it and turn left. Going down the street, the
building on your left is the former Vyborg Roman Catholic Church named after St. Hyacinthus. The small
natural stone house in the middle of the site on the right, opposite the church, is one of the town’s

(OLD) buildings.
We go on walking down the street and stop at the crossing. The street on the right leads to the Round
Tower, which was built in 1547-1550 to protect one of the gates in the medieval wall of Vyborg. Nowa-
days it is a very popular restaurant and contains original interiors.

Breaking the ice

The new girl in your group seems very interesting and you would like (GET) to know her better.
The guy at the skate park does some amazing tricks and you would like him to show you how. But,
whenever the opportunity to talk to them (COME UP), you can't think of anything to say.
Your palms sweat, you blush, and you look away. You often need to break the ice in order to start a
friendly conversation. Breaking the ice means saying or doing something to stop feeling shy or uncom-
fortable around someone you don't know very well. The reason you feel this way is that you don't know
how the other person will react, but don't let it get you down.
You shouldn't worry. Almost everyone feels uncomfortable when they first meet. If you feel this way, the
following tips can help you out.
Smile: When you smile, people think you are friendly and easy to talk to. They are also very likely to
smile back and help you feel more comfortable about starting a conversation.
Develop passions: The best way to have interesting conversations is to be an interesting person! Get in-
volved in activities and talk about them. Make sure you have something to add to a conversation.
Be positive: Everybody likes to be around happy people. Try to always look on the bright side of life and
to see something positive even in negative situations. People will enjoy your positive energy and benefit
from it. Also, be confident. If you like (YOU), others will probably like you too.
Be a good listener: Develop listening skills. Don't take over the conversation and don't only speak about
yourself. Ask other people questions about (THEY) too. This way they'll know you're interested
in them.
Get out there: Don't avoid being around new people just because you feel uncomfortable. If you stay in a
situation, you'll get used to it. It's not easy, but it's worth it. After all, the other person may want to talk to
you as well - but be too shy to break the ice!
And what about business? Business communication is many-sided (ACTIVITY). It

(INCLUDE) speaking with people on formal and informal occasions, making and re-
ceiving telephone calls, speaking in public and communicating face-to-face. It demands from a
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businessman different skills: efficiency and competence, patience, ability to find a compromise
when the talks are in a deadlock.

Opinions differ in what way to begin business talks: to come straight to the point and not to beat
about the bush or to introduce the elements of small talk into your negotiations (which means that
first you speak about things not connected with business). It’s up to you to decide what to choose.
Of course, you should take into account the present situation.

We can find a lot of recommendations how to communicate in business.

Let as sum what is advised by authoritative sources:

1. Before you start negotiations plan your steps of (REACH) agreement in advance. Of
course, it may be necessary to change your plan, to adapt it to the situation.

2. Try to analyze all the stages of your talks. You should point out the major items and the minor items. It
is up to you to decide what to begin with.

4. Be polite and listen to your partners attentively. Remember the proverb: first think then speak.
